Attendance
Attendance this year hasn’t been as good as it has in previous years – we’ll end the year just below 95% (compare to almost 98% pre-covid!) Please do not take your holidays in term time – this will inevitably trigger a fine of £ from the Local Authority and an unauthorised absence. I know school holidays are a ridiculously expensive time to go away, but you can keep costs down by just tagging just a day or two onto a school holiday rather than taking the full holiday in term time. E.g. fly out on the Weds before a holiday or return on the Tuesday after a holiday. That way, your child’s attendance % stays high and you won’t be hit with a fine! 
A reminder from Mrs Harrison that if your child is poorly, calls must be made to school on the morning of the first day of absence otherwise we will not authorise the absence. Ring the school mobile on 07815968699 or choose the ‘report an absence’ option on the land line 0191 2735293. Updates on how your child is doing are gratefully received otherwise we will chase an absence of 3 days or more.
Reading
We’re hosting another ‘Hooks into Books’ open morning for parents in nursery, reception, Year 1 and Year 2 on Wednesday 19th July at 9am. Please come along and join your child for a story and activities.

Please also encourage your child to keep reading over the holidays. Practise their phonics sounds and share stories together throughout the 6 weeks to keep things ticking over and avoid a drop in September. Reading is such a lovely family activity to do together and you can always encourage your child to scan the QR codes on the Hooks into Books stories they’ve collected this year (and last.)

A pleas from Mrs Finlay, our phonics lead: please return all Read Write Inc phonics books before summer – except the ones currently set by their reading teacher. We’re missing a lot of books and can’t afford to replace them!
If your child has finished library books hanging around at home, please also return those to school. 
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
