Assertive Mentoring meetings

It is extremely important that parents attend the Assertive Mentoring meetings in order to stay informed of the progress children are making and ways that they can be supported at home in order to achieve their very best.
Term dates and holidays

We had a brilliant start to the new school year and our whole school attendance is currently 96.7%, mainly due to less families taking a holiday in term time. You will have seen in the news that legislation has changed and local authorities can fine parents when just 5 days of holidays are taken. WARNING: Newcastle City Council do fine parents for term time holidays. The fine is £60 per child, per parent, which doubles to £120 per child, per parent if not paid within 21 days. So, a family with 3 children could be fined £360 (or £720 if not paid within 21 days). Part of Mr Foster’s role is to refer cases of holiday absence to the local authority.
Remember, we changed our term times so that parents could have some flexibility to book a cheaper holiday in May/June, when other schools are not off and prices are cheaper. Please look to book holidays in the 13 weeks available outside of term time.
