Key Short Term Actions 
 
- Work with the music hub to further raise the profile of singing and 

establish an open-access KS2 choir. 
 
- Work with the music hub to provide small group djembe drum 
tuition; this will also provide CPD to music lead. 
 
- Continue to provide in house co-curricular ukulele and percussion 
provision.
