IMPORTANT: PLEASE READ

A few things to note before we reopen fully to all children on Monday. Sorry it's a long update, but it will hopefully answer everyone's questions!

- All children are expected back in school from Monday 8th March. We will only deliver online learning after this point for children who are isolating and unable to return to school. We understand that some parents (and some children) may feel anxious about returning to school, but please be reassured that every precaution is taken to keep the children and staff safe. If you have any questions, please just give me a ring.

- Face coverings must be worn by ALL adults (not staff) when on site, including in the yard when dropping off/collecting children.

- Children do not need to wear a face mask. The government have been clear that children in primary schools should NOT wear a face covering.

- We will continue to operate staggered start and end times as follows:

Nursery 9am - 3pm (Fri 12pm)

Reception 9am - 3.15pm (Fri 1.30pm)

Year 1 and Year 2 8.50am - 3.20pm (Fri 1.20pm)

Year 3 and Year 4 9am - 3.30pm (Fri 1.25pm)

Year 5 and Year 6 8.40am - 3.10pm (Fri 1.15pm)

Please arrive on time to prevent crowds gathering in the yard and remember to maintain a 2m distance from others.

To book a place at Friday enrichment, please go to the Forms section of the school website.

- Children should return to school in uniform. It might be an idea to try on the uniform today because your child might have grown a bit! Polo tops are available to buy from the school office for £2 and sweatshirts for £8.50. You can pick up uniform even cheaper from the likes of Asda too. If you need support with uniform, please contact Mrs Lishman.

- The government have announced that all adults who live with a school-aged child are able to take a twice-weekly Lateral Flow Test (the same ones staff in school take). The tests are really easy to take and give results in 30 minutes. I strongly recommend all families to take the tests because they have picked up two positive cases of school staff who had no symptoms so would not otherwise have gone for a test!

These tests are for adults over the age of 18 with no Covid-19 symptoms only. THERE IS NO REQUIREMENT FOR PRIMARY SCHOOL PUPILS TO TAKE THESE TESTS.

The nearest collection point for tests is Newcastle General Hospital, West Rd. The site is open from 1pm-7pm every day for you to turn up to collect a box of test kits. You don't need to book in advance and you can pick up kits for all adults in your household. If you are not able to collect your kits, you can order online https://www.gov.uk/order-coronavirus-rapid-lateral-flow-tests

- Free School Meal vouchers will end now that children are returning to school. Meals can be ordered on Lunchshop as usual.

- Our free Breakfast Club is open to all children from 8am. There is no need to book a place.

- After school clubs begin on Monday and can be booked via the Forms section of the website.

- Wraparound childcare operates until 5pm and costs £2 per child, per session and includes a hot meal. Book a place via the Forms section of the website. All sessions MUST be paid for in advance.

- If your child had a place on the minibus in autumn term and you want them to continue, please ring school to arrange this. Please note, the bus MUST be paid for in advance and costs 50p per child, per day.

I think that is everything! If you have any questions, drop me a message on Dojo or give me a ring.

We can't wait to see all of the children on Monday. We've missed them!
