Attendance and punctuality

The gates into school are locked promptly at 9am. After this time, children must be brought to the office 

where their time of arrival and reason for being late is recorded. Repeated late arrival to school may 

trigger the involvement of the school’s attendance officer, Mrs Harrison.  

 

On a more positive note, well done to Year 3, who this week only had 5 minutes late last week so chose 

the reward of a non-uniform day. Mrs Bewick will let parents in Y3 know which day.  

 

We’ve had a number of cases of chicken pox in lower Key Stage 2 in the past few weeks. Please don’t 

send your child to school if they have any new spots – get them checked out by a pharmacist or GP first. 

The rules around absence with chicken pox are to stay at home until the last spot has dried up.  

 

Uniform

or grey trousers or a skirt, NOT jeans or non-uniform dresses. Please let us know if you need support 

with uniform because we can help.  

 

Remember, for safety reasons, hooped earrings are not allowed in school AT ALL and we will ask 

children to remove them if they are worn. False nails are not appropriate for children (for safety reasons) 

and we will ask that they are removed.  

 

PE kit 

The number of children without the correct PE kit has increased recently. The kit is a plain white t-shirt 

and black or navy shorts (available to buy from the school office). Children need trainers and a 

sweatshirt and tracksuit bottoms for outdoor PE. 

 

Any child without the correct kit will be loaned a set from school. All children must take part in PE 

sessions unless they are physically unable to do so due to injury.  

 

Term-time holidays 

You might have seen on the news that the fine for taking a holiday in term-time is set to increase from 

£60 to £80 (per parent, per child). You can avoid a fine by booking a holiday during the 13 weeks of 

breaks we have scheduled – or, as a last resort, by tagging a holiday onto an existing school holiday, so 

your child only misses a day or two. This can bring down the cost of the holiday, minimise the 

disruption to learning on your child and mean you don’t get hit with a fine when you return. 

 

Don’t forget, we also have a two week half term in May/June, when most other schools only have one 

week. This is often a great time to bag a bargain!
