It is just 8 days until our residential trip to Kielder.

We expect to get dirty and muddy so please do not buy new clothes for the trip. Also, as we are travelling in the mini-buses, space for luggage is limited-no large bags allowed.

It is also a good idea for them to bring a refillable bottle so they can take water out to the activities if the weather is warm.

All medication needs to be handed to Mrs Lishman. Children must not carry medication in their pockets or bags.
Medication will not be given unless a care plan has been completed.
